	In the absence of the Facility Director, Monica Thornton, Chief, Health & Client Services, reported on ten abuse allegations.
The committee  had the following concerns:

· Allegations of abuse that were substantiated and the lack of administrative issues identified.  
· Who determines whether there are administrative issues and what is the determining factor (s)?

· Clarification or the definition of Administrative Issues.  
The committee expressed displeasure with the lack of administrative issues identified in the substantiated abuse cases presented.


	· The committee strongly recommends that the facility examine all cases in which abuse is substantiated and addressed possible administrative issues.  

· The committee recommends that the facility continue to provide training to staff on reporting of abuse and neglect.
· Some members of the committee have requested to attend a Human Rights Training Class provided by the facility.
	The LHRC recommends that the administrative issues relating to the three cases presented at the November 2006 meeting be submitted in writing.
