	The Medical Subcommittee reviewed and reported on eight Joint Neuroleptic Drug and Behavior Support Programs and 20 Medical Protective Restraints Devices.  Report was given by LeAnn Binger.

	Restrictive Plans:
	The Unit Psychologist, Jason Yang presented three Restrictive Programs which contained individualized summaries of the Behavior Treatment Plans (BTP).
