	The sub-committee reviewed 11 Joint Neuroleptic Drug and Behavior Support Programs and two medical changes.

	· Also there are target behaviors listed that are in not on the data sheet (redirected, intentionally falling or injuring self, throwing items, disruption).


	Restrictive Programs:
	The committee received one Restrictive Program for review which contained an individualized summary of the Behavior Treatment Plans (BTP) and a description of the individual’s behavior/management procedures and target behaviors.  The plan was presented by Psychology Clinician, Crista Manieri.

	
	

	Presentation:
	Dr. George Pratsinak presented information on physical restraints and informed the committee on what was being done to educate staff. 


	The committee requested to see the training video at the next LHRC meeting.

A motion was made and passed.

	

	Abuse Allegations:
	The committee received a report of six abuse allegations for SVTC for this reporting period.  The findings and disposition were discussed.  Plans of Correction were received and accepted.

One allegation of abuse/neglect was discussed in detail with reference to multiple bruises and insufficient evidence to support alleged staff abuse.  Authorized representative did not accept findings of insufficient evidence to support abuse.

	The advocate recommended contacting Director of Social Services Adult Protective Services for assistance in this case.
