	The Facility reported:

· Dr. Elizabeth Nance, the new Dental Director for Hiram W. Davis medical Center (HWDMC) provided an update to the State Human Rights committee (SHRC) on the Dental Department at HWDMC at the June 11, 2010 meeting.

· Region IV, CSH and SVTC met regarding the Behavior Stabilization Area

· Re-organization:  Current Unit 3 will be downsizing into two smaller units to enhance management and oversight.  Unit 3 capacity is currently 187. The new units will have the capacity of 91 for unit 3 and 96 for unit 4.  Changes will be made to Unit Directors assignments effective August 1, 2010. 

· Produce is coming in from Day Support/PPS garden; proceeds are being used to help with person centered activities.  Over $400 has been raised to date.

· Central Office is reviewing the Department Of Justice report on Central Virginia Training Center (CVTC) for potential systemic issues and developing a plan of action across Intellectual Disabilities (ID) facilities.
