	The Facility Director, William Hawkins provided follow up as requested:

· Review of other agency policies and procedures related to disbursement and handling of individual’s funds and follow up on State Police investigation.  Follow up from State Police states that recommendations will be made to the Commonwealth Attorney’s Office.  Progressive disciplinary action was taken against persons involved in this case.
· Research of the term “less than alert” used in abuse allegations descriptions.  Per Mr. Hawkins, the result from this research determined that use of “less than alert” terminology will not be used if staff is reported to be asleep.
· Follow-up with medical examiner’s report.  Report indicated death certificate showed trauma due to auto accident as factor.  The accident occurred when the individual was at age four.
