· The committee received a report of one serious incident and no deaths for SVTC during this reporting period.

· The committee received a report of two deaths for HDMC for this reporting period.
	
	

	Peer on Peer
	The committee received a report of 12 “peer on peer” incidents for SVTC.  None resulted into a 201.

No “peer on ‘peer” incidents for HDMC to report at this time.
	The committee reminded the facility of the request to have the period of time noted for “peer on peer” cases, “unknown injuries”, “serious incidents” and deaths.
	

	Formal/Informal Complaints:
	The committee received an update on one complaint for SVTC.  Results of the complaint for SVTC involved VOPA.  With regards to the outcome of this investigation, Zachery DeVore explained the actions taken by VOPA.
